Hermanas Perelsteinas (1923-19938)

Hermanas PerelSteinas — Lithuanian choir conductor,
educator, founder of the boys’ choir “Azuoliukas”, the
first honorary professor of the Lithuanian Academy of
Music and Theatre (1994) — left an indelible imprint
on the history of Lithuanian musical culture and in the
hearts of his students, colleagues and loved ones.

Hermanas PerelSteinas was born in Kdnigsberg on the
7th of June, 1923. From 1932-1934 he attended Kaunas
German Gymnasium; from 1934-1940 he continued
his studies in a Jewish high school with Lithuanian as
the language of instruction. In the period 1936-1941
he studied piano at the Kaunas Conservatory under
E. Laumenskiené and T. GirSovi¢iené, and between
1940-1941 he studied at the Faculty of Medicine of Vy-
tautas Magnus University. On the 14th of June, 1941, he
and his parents were exiled to Bijsk in the Altai region
(Russia). A year later he was taken to Bykov Mysa by the
Laptev Sea. He lost both parents in exile.

In 1954 PerelsSteinas graduated with honors from the
Faculty of Biology of Yakutsk Pedagogical Institute, and
in 1956 he obtained his specialty in choral conducting
at Sverdlovsk Pedagogical School of Music. In 1955, he
founded a boys’ choir at the Sverdlovsk Teachers’ House.
In 1956 he returned to Lithuania, settling in Vilnius. In
1959 he graduated with honors from the Lithuanian
State Conservatory (now the Lithuanian Academy of
Music and Theatre) where he studied choir conducting
part time under K. Griauzdé. During the period 1960—
1964 he taught conducting at the Vilnius Pedagogical
Institute, and from 1964—-1979 — at the Lithuanian State
Conservatory.

From 1961-1975 he was the chief conductor of the
Lithuanian State song festivals and choir competitions,
consultant of Lithuanian children’s choirs, chairman and
member of the jury of children’s choir competitions,
and member of the repertoire and artistic commission.
He wrote many articles on children’s musical training,
vocal problems in boys’ choirs, and gave lectures at vari-
ous seminars.

In 1959 H. Perelsteinas founded the boys’ choir
“Azuoliukas” and presided over it until 1979. He held
about 700 concerts with the “AZuoliukas” choir in Lithua-
nia and Europe, released several vinyl records, and won
several international and national choir competitions.
The choir was the first to perform the works of many
Lithuanian composers.

In 1979 H. Perelsteinas emigrated to the USA, where he
worked as a teacher in various schools and was a mem-
ber of the Cultural Council of the Lithuanian Community
in the USA. H. Perelsteinas died on the 11th of January,
1998 in New York. He is buried at Crest Haven Memorial
Cemetery, New Jersey.

Honors. In 1965 Hermanas PerelSteinas was awarded
the title of merited artist of the LTSR (The Lithuanian
Soviet Socialist Republic). In 1974 — honorary name of
a deserving artistic figure. In 1994 by the decree of the
President of the Republic of Lithuania, H. PerelSteinas
was awarded the 3rd class Order of the Lithuanian
Grand Duke Gediminas for merits to Lithuanian musical
culture.

Traditions. In 1979 H. Perelsteinas students planted an
oak tree in his honor in a square in Vilnius, near the
Lithuanian National Museum (Arsenalo St. 1). Every
year on Father’s Day, the “AZuoliukas” community gath-
ers at this oak tree to remember maestro Hermanas
PerelSteinas. During the memorial Vytautas Miskinis,
the artistic director of the “AZuoliukas” choir, awards
the most deserving choir members with “AZuoliukas”
badges of honor.

On June 7th, 1998 in Vilnius, at the initiative of the
“Azuolai” club, a memorial plaque (by sculptor Romual-
das Kvintas) in memory of H. PerelSteinas was unveiled
on the former Teachers’ House building (Vilniaus St. 35/
Palangos St. 3). Every year on the 11th of January in the
evening, the “Azuoliukas” community lights candles at
the memorial plague commemorating the anniversary
of the death of maestro H. PerelSteinas.

In 2010 the Hermanas PerelSteinas classroom was
opened at the Vilnius Teachers’ House. The classroom
was donated to “Azuoliukas” music school by the “AZuo-
lai” club. In the classroom, documents, objects, photos
and awards are displayed that commemorate the activi-
ties of H. Perelsteinas and the “AZuoliukas” choir. Choral
group rehearsals, conducting lessons, meetings, and
concerts take place there every day. The life and works
of Hermanas PerelSteinas are immortalized in Vytautas
Jakelaitis’ monograph “Hermanas PerelSteinas: three
exiles and the meaning of life” (1994) and in Darius Kra-
sauskas’s books “We are from “Azuoliukas” (2017) and
“The Boss” (2022).

In 1993, LRT (Lithuanian National Radio and Television)
produced the film “The true way of life. Hermanas
Perelsteinas”, and in 1998 director Bronius Morkevicius
created the documentary “Memory is a Bridge: Her-
manas Perelsteinas”.

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Vytautas Miskinis (b. 1954)

Prof. Vytautas Miskinis — Lithuanian choir conductor, educator, composer, artistic director and
conductor of the boys’ and young men’s choir “AZzuoliukas”.

V. Miskinis graduated from the Lithuanian Conservatoire in 1976, H. PerelStein’s choir conduct-
ing class. In 1979-1985 he was the director of the Vilnius “AZuoliukas” Music School, since
1979 the artistic director and chief conductor of the choir “AZuoliukas”. Since 1986 he has been
teaching at the Lithuanian Academy of Music and Theatre, and in 2007 he was awarded the
title of professor.

Principal conductor of the Lithuanian (1980, 1985, 1988, 2003, 2007, 2009, 2014), Lithuanian
National (1990), Lithuanian World (1994, 1998) and Lithuanian Schoolchildren (1987, 1997,
2005) Song Festivals. 1996—2016 President of the Lithuanian Choir Union. Member of the jury
of international choir competitions. He has written more than 70 articles and publications, held
masterclasses, and made presentations at international seminars.

With the choir “AZuoliukas” he toured Europe, the United States, Canada, Japan, participated
in many international competitions and festivals.

V. Miskinis is one of the most prolific and frequently performed composers
of Lithuanian choral music. He has composed more than 900 works
in various genres, including the musical “The Tale of the
Svelnukai” (1996), the children’s opera “The City of the
Milk Puff” (lyrics by V. PalCinskaité, 1998), the can-
tata “Creator alme siderum” (based on a liturgical
text, 2004), 15 masses, and songs (mainly for
children). He has composed collections of
works for choirs.

In 2005 he was awarded the Officer’s
Cross of the Order of Gediminas, in
2010 he was awarded the Culture
and Art Prize of the Government
of the Republic of Lithuania, and
in 2021 he became a laureate of
the Lithuanian National Prize.

Ukrainian boys’ choir history to the present day
The abstract of conference report

The aim or the report is to introduce Ukrainian Choral tradition of
boys singing and to provide a broader overview of Kiev boys choir
“Dzvinochok” artistic activities.

Professional choral art in Ukraine lasts more than a thousand years —reach
back to the end of the 10th century. Choral music has a special significance
for Ukrainian national culture — choral music embodies Ukrainian national
mentality, and the soul of the people. The choral tradition begins ir Ukrain-
ian church, where mostly male singing has been a common. How men’s
choral singing has developed? How the traditions of boys’ choral singing
were born? What institutions of boys’ choirs were founded in Ukraine in
20-21th centuries?

The “Dzvinochok” Boys and Youth Choir, a folk art group, was founded in 1967
at the Kyiv Palace of Children and Youth. At the origins of the group stood an
outstanding choirmaster, Professor Eleanor Vinogradov. Since 2001, Ruben Tol-
machov has been the artistic director. Today, “Dzvinochok” is a choral school of
about 150 singers aged 5 to 45. The band’s concert map stretches from Amsterdam

to Guangzhou, and from Karelia to Yerevan. Every year the band gives about 25 con-
certs, carries out several concert tours. The band is the founder of International festivals
and competitions. In recent years, the choir has recorded 6 CDs and, according to experts,
is the best choir in its genre in Eastern Europe.

Hirvo Surva studied choir conducting at the Georg Ots Tallinn Music School (1983, conducting teacher Silvia Mellik)
and at the Estonian Academy of Music and Theatre (1990, conducting class of professor Ants Uleoja). He has been
actively participating as a conductor in the Estonian Song Festivals, and was the Artistic Director of the 8th (1997)
and 9th (2002) Youth Song Celebration. He will be the artistic director of the 26th Estonian Song Celebration in 2014.
H. Surva has been a member of the jury in many music competitions organized both in Estonia as well as abroad.
Since 2001, he was the Chairman of the Association of Estonian Choral Conductors and since 2019 he has been the
Chairman of the Estonian Choral Association. In 2006 and 2010, he was a visiting Resident Professor at the Univer-
sity of Oregon in the US and since 2008 he works as a teacher in Tallinn Music High School. He also teaches choral
conductors as a Professor at Estonian Academy of Music and Theatre.

Hirvo Surva has received wide recognition: he was named the best conductor at the International Choir Festival
Tallinn (2001, 2003). In 2002 he received the annual grant of the Cultural Endowment of Estonia. In the same year,
he also received the Outstanding Young Person Award of the Junior Chamber International Estonia (TOYP). In 2003
he won the Conductor of the Year Award by the Estonian Choral Association. In 2004, he was given the Badge of
Honour by the city of Rakvere and in 2004, he received an Honorary Decoration from the city of Tallinn. In 2008 he
was given the Cultural Endowment of Estonia Award and in 2012 the Gustav Ernesaks Award and in 2014 the title
“Person of the Year” by Postimees newspaper, “Musician of the Year” title by Estonian Public Broadcasting and in
2015 he received Estonian State Decoration The Order of the White Star Il class and Riho Pats School Music Founda-
tion Award 2018.

The situation of boys’ choirs in Estonia
The abstract of conference report

The aim of the report is to discuss the situation, problems and perspectives of boys choirs and boys singing
overall in Estonia.

Estonia is the country that pioneered the idea of song festivals and is famous for its excellent, internationally re-
nowned choirs, conductors, composers and performers. Estonian Male Choirs Association (EMCA) was founded on
1988. The members of the society are 31 male choirs with nearly 1,000 singers, 7 youth male choirs with 150 singers
and 52 boys’ choirs with 1,450 singers, being the largest singing society in Estonia with 2,500 singers.

Estonian United Boys’ Choir “Kalev” was founded on 1993. Over fifty boys and young men aged 8-25 sing in it. Under
the direction of Hirvo Surva, the choir won first prize at the International Festival of Choirs in Neerpelt (Belgium) and
was named Choir of the Year in 2005. How are the activities of the Kalev Boys’ and Young People’s Choir organised
and what are the challenges they face today?

Estonian National Opera Boys’ Choir was founded in 1971 as the boys’ choir of the State Academic Men’s Choir.
In 1997 the choir was adopted by the Estonian National Opera. For thirty years the choir was directed by its founder,
Professor Venno Laul, until the appointment in 2001 of Hirvo Surva as Artistic Director. The main aim of the choir
is to promote and introduce the traditions of boys’ singing, the development of vocal and musical abilities of the
boys and shaping their spiritual values. The Boys’ Choir functions as a choral studio with four different levels. In ad-
dition, there is also a youth quintet and boys sextet. The report analyses the organisational and artistic aspects of
the choir’s activities in more detail.

The report raises the fundamental question of what can be done to keep boys’ choirs alive: it presents boys’ soloist
competitions, boys’ choir camps and other traditions and events.

One of the most important is the 13th Estonian Youth Song and Dance Festival “Holy is the Land”. The Song Festival
will take place on 2 July 2023 at the Tallinn Song Festival Grounds. The duration of the concert is expected to be
around 6 hours. One part of the festive programme will be devoted to a performance by boys’ and girls’ choirs. What
is the idea behind this festival, what repertoire will be performed, how are the boys’ and boys’ choirs prepared for
the festival? How do the Song Festivals contribute to the tradition of boys’ and young people’s singing?

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Romans Vanags (b. 1960)

Romans Vanags a graduate of Emils Darzins specialized music college and of the Department
of Choir and Orchestra Conducting Jazeps Vitols’ Latvian Academy of Music in Riga. He re-
ceived diploma in choir conducting as well as in music pedagogy. In addition, he was studying
also symphonic orchestra conducting. In 2003 he received professional master’s degree in
music. Since 1990 he has been the principal conductor of the Latvian University female
choir named “Minjona”. Since 1987 he has been chief conductor and artistic director
of Jazeps Medins Riga 1st Music School boys’ choir. Since 1987 Romans Vanags was
employed at the Latvian Academy of Music in Riga as professor of choir conducting,
2005-2012 head of conducting department.

He has been the organizer of various courses for conductors in numerous
countries around the world and also jury member of many international cho-
ral competitions. He has also been appointed as one of the chief conductors
of the All Latvian Song Celebration (1993, 1998, 2001, 2003, 2008, 2013,
2018). Since 2008 he are also council member of World Choir Games
(WCG) organization. Romans Vanags was the artistic director of WCG
2014 in Riga. Since August 2014 Romans Vanags are Artistic Director of
Interkultur (Germany) organization.

In 2008 Romans Vanags receive the highest civil decoration in Latvia —
the Three Star Order. In 2023 professor Romans Vanags has been
elected Artistic Director of All Latvian Song Celebration.

The tradition and prospects of Latvian boys’ choirs
The abstract of conference report

The aim of the report is to present the types of Latvian boys’
choirs, the importance of the conductor’s leadership and the
repertoire in fostering boys’ choral singing.

The presentation analyses the importance of the leadership of the
choir director in ensuring the quality and continuity of boys’ choir
activities. It reviews the leadership styles of the choir director and
their correlation with boys’ motivation to sing.

There are two types of boys’ choirs in Latvia: those attached to music
schools and those attached to general education schools. The report
discusses the organisational and artistic aspects of both types of boys’
choirs. Particularly important is the issue of appropriate repertoire for
boys’ choirs — the selection and attractiveness of works, commissioning
and arranging new works, and cooperation with composers.

The presentation also gives an overview of the traditions of Latvian boys’
choir festivals.

The abstract of conference report

From the historical past, we have only isolated details related to the ac-

tivities of boys’ choirs in Lithuania: epistolary legacy, not necessarily
complete and correct testimonies of contemporaries, documents of
state institutions, account and inventory books, scattered musi-
cal manuscripts and printed music, lists of works, etc. Most of
them mention the main players in musical life — musicians
(performers and composers, amateurs and professionals),
their activities and their existence. This is especially true
of musical groups directly linked to the church, including
the boys’ choirs under discussion. Finding these minimal
but very valuable fragments of music history opens up
the possibility of starting a “game” that is particularly
fascinating to scholars — a jigsaw puzzle of fragments
that creates a barely visible, then more colourful and at-
tractive picture of what we want to tell. Without denying
the fact that in the future, some other fragment found
may change or renovate much. But that is the charm of
historical science.

The aim of this presentation will not be to re-tell the well-
known facts about the existence of boys’ choirs in Lithuania in
a chronologically consistent manner, but rather to draw on a few
exceptional facts, reference points and outstanding examples from the
history of music, which tell the story of the activity of boys’ choirs in Lithua-
nia from the earliest times to Vilnius between the two World Wars.
